Floor to ceiling windows overlook an outdoor patio that is accessible during 
the fair weather. Historic photographs and a corner fireplace add to the 
room’s charm.  

 The Lodge has a large stone hearth, stained glass windows, and a more 
casual rustic atmosphere. 

Three Heritage Rooms can be used individually or can be made into one 
large room to accommodate up to 130 at round tables.  

The Centennial Room, with historic charm and warmth, is the largest 
room and can accommodate 190 people for table seating.
